In 2015
he was appointed assistant professor at the same institution. His field of activity
and expertise are remote sensing (in particular, data fusion and implementation
of multicriteria analysis in remote sensing methods) and photogrammetry.
During his scientific research work he has participated in 11 scientific projects in
the field of remote sensing. In two FP5 projects (ARC & SMART); one FP7 project
